· John Dennis (JAD) took the chair and welcomed everyone to the meeting.  He also registered thanks for the use of the facilities at Marley for the meeting.  The location had been at the invitation of Mick Wood, the centre manager, but regrettably Mick’s father passed away the previous week and he was unable to be present.  The meeting expressed condolences to Mick in these sad circumstances.
2. 
Summary of the last meeting

· Most people had received notes from the last meeting in September.  Copies are available on request or via the sportKeighley website www.sportkeighley.com. 
· The content of these notes, as well as reflecting the discussion at the meeting, also now contain more up-to-date information as it was felt that producing notes effectively two months in arrears (often due to tardiness by JAD!), referring to events that may have happened up to two months prior to that, was not keeping the “finger on the pulse” as much as should be the case. 

3. 
Information
3.1
sportKommunity 

· The “Big K” Community Cohesion Event took place during the last week of September.  It is likely that an action plan for addressing key issues raised will be developed, and many sportK partner activities will be key to helping to deliver this.
· Liaison continues with the new Neighbourhood Action Areas in Stockbridge, Branshaw/Fell Lane, Braithwaite/Guardhouse, Hainworth/Parkwood and Eastwood.      
· Progress is still taking place with the Oakworth Urban Village Project and this is directly involving the sportK network, particularly with regard to the development of uses for Bronte School, which has recently taken on a new urgency after transfer of the property to Asset Management (see Facilities below).
· Work across Keighley with regard to young people continues.  The last meeting of the Young People’s Forum in Keighley was on Friday 16th December and there will be more dates soon for 2006, all at 10am at the Keighley Disabled Centre in Temple Row unless otherwise advised.
· A decision on planning permission for the proposed playground at Casey’s Corner, which has taken a considerable amount of time and effort to develop, has been deferred pending Police appraisal and reports.  This reflects an increasingly common situation where facilities are threatened because potential “anti-social behaviour” has been cited by objectors to the scheme.  Yet whenever trouble does occur, a lack of facilities is usually cited as a reason!   Observation of play areas in the Keighley district does reveal a considerable amount of broken glass, litter and graffiti but this perhaps suggests a need for dealing with/diversion of the culprits, surely not prevention or even loss of facilities!  Discussion will continue on this and other schemes, especially in terms of the forthcoming Keighley Facilities Assessment (see Section 4 below), which appears to be needed more than ever.
· Much of the discussion at the meeting was around facilities for activities for various groups and the fact that although there is a strongly perceived need for facilities, for some reason not all facilities are in use all the time.  Community groups in particular are being asked to identify reasons for this: is it cost, availability, lack of access, perceived barriers or other reasons?  Please communicate observations on this to JAD on info@sportkeighley.com (this email address is now functional again).  See also notes on facilities below and the brief discussion on Extended Schools Initiative in Section 3.2 below.
  3.2
sportsKools
· Simon Armstrong introduced himself as the Sports Co-ordinator at South Craven School, which has recently had the launch of its new fitness and sports analysis unit.  Simon stated that there will be a further event in the New Year to raise the profile of the facilities and activities at South Craven School.

· Oakbank will be appointing a new Head of Sport and Head of PE in January, and has also appointed an Extended Schools Officer, to work with Oakworth, Haworth, Worth Valley, Nessfield, Lees and Oldfield Primary Schools.  South Craven also has a new extended schools officer who is keen to link with other extended school initiatives and there is also an Extended Schools officer for Denholme.
· The Extended Schools Officer for Greenhead, linking Eastwood, Victoria, Our Lady of Victories, Keighley St Andrews and Guard House Primary Schools is Nazia Hussain who is already making progress with that work.  The Extended Schools initiative is seen as vital in the overall aim to open up school facilities to local communities and really make the most of the extensive facilities that are available.
· Oakbank is now the “Oakbank Pedal Power” Community Go-Ride Cycling Club, and Rod Fletcher had recently promoted a hugely successful hill climb and cyclo-cross event with over 100 young participants involved.

· The Routes to School work is continuing and many schools still have the opportunity to get their Travel Plans in to qualify for DfES funding which has been extended for another year.  Schemes have been produced for Haworth and Keighley St Andrews, with work ongoing at Oakworth and Worth Valley Primary Schools.
· There is the great opportunity to really promote some of the work in 2006 through the Keighley “Linking Schools” initiative.  The scheme is being run by Jane Gibson who teaches at Worth Valley Primary School.  Events already include walking activities using the walKways routes between March 2nd and April 6th 2005 and cycling activities, hopefully at Oakbank and promoting the CyKle initiative, between 14th June and 19th July 2006.   Jane will be at the next sportK meeting.
3.3
sportKollege
· Danny Crabtree (DANIEL.CRABTREE@keighley.ac.uk) was not at the meeting but the notes from the previous meeting are included in some of the following bullet points:

· David Gates, the College Principal, has now left to take up a similar position at Doncaster College.  David has been a big supporter of sportK and best wishes go with him to his new post.

· Despite the reports of problems with land acquisition for the planned College redevelopment things are still moving forward.  There have 
· The College has also given the go-ahead for the re-building of the pavilion at Utley next year.

· Danny reported high success rates for students on sport and leisure-related courses at Keighley College.

· Students are involved in the recruitment of local community coaches.

3.4
sportKouncil
· The Bradford Physical Activity and Sport Strategy went to the Regeneration Scrutiny Committee early in December.  There was feedback from sportK which can be seen, along with the strategy, on the sportK website.   It is gratifying that the sportK model is to be re-created across the Bradford district, and already groups are developing in South Bradford (JAD attended a meeting in November), in Shipley/Bingley and in Ilkley/Wharfedale.
· The launch of the “b-active Challenge” is scheduled to take place at the Leisure Centre on Sunday 15th January 2006.  Further details at the next sportK meeting.

· Work on the Leisure Centre in Keighley is underway and the new look is taking shape.

· The Council are currently undertaking a facilities review, including swimming.  

· The PPG17 Study that is currently being undertaken by the Planning Department of Bradford Council is on-going with a report now due early in 2006.
 3.5
sportKare
· Work is continuing in order to develop the forthcoming co-operation for the promotion of health initiatives via football between West Riding County FA and Airedale PCT.  Details of this scheme were attached to the September 2005 notes.

· The PCT physical activity database (AKtiveDirectory), which will form an integral part of the new sportKeighley web structure, is now the subject of final discussions for its linkage.  All partners are reminded to provide details of their physical activity sessions to feed into the database (Hannah’s contact details are at the end of these notes).
· The sportK partnership was well represented at the recent Yorkshire Strategic Health Authority event at Elland Road in Leeds aimed at tackling obesity.

· Sport England displayed the sportKeighley and PCT joint work at its stand at the Leisure Industry Week at Birmingham NEC.  This is a great accolade for sportK and will again help to put Keighley on the national map.

· Much work is going on with the school nurse network to ensure that the school nurses can deliver key activities and information, and this includes help with healthy travel as well as healthy schools and other initiatives, including the health clubs that are currently being set up in certain primary schools with NOF funding.  
3.6
sportKlubs

· sportKeighley made a key presentation to the Head of Sport from the DCMS and DfES on a  high profile visit to West Yorkshire to promote Sport England’s “Single System for Sport”.  Many partners were able to attend at Cougar Park and the delegates left the meeting really impressed with what is going on (plus a bottle of Timothy Taylors Landlord!) and under no illusions that, as a local partnership, we need some help from government departments to ensure that policy is aligned to enable to opening up of facilities and the opportunity of access for everyone.  The visit is a tremendous vote of recognition for sportKeighley and a credit to all partners.  More details at the next meeting.  

3.7
sportKorporate

· Active work on implementing the Airedale Masterplan, which has now been endorsed by Bradford Council, is now underway.  A key element will be the development of activity maps and an Airedale Greenway initiative that will encompass the Ki initiative and much of the sportK work.    
· Copies of the Masterplan and details are available from Andy Taylor who can be contacted via andy.taylor@bradford.gov.uk. 
4.
Facilities Development
· The investment in facilities in the Keighley District is significant, and with the development of Extended Schools and Building Schools for the Future there really is a wide range of facilities available.  However, the management and accessibility to such facilities is often severely restricted.  
· Key sportKeighley partners are examining the establishment of a body or a trust that can help with the management of such facilities.  This would be known as “Kafe”: Keighley Active Facilities Executive and would aim to help get all facilities open and available to as wide a range of users as possible.  A discussion paper was attached to the notes of the May meeting and discussions are ongoing.
· A further need has been identified in the form of an external strategic appraisal of facilities in the Keighley district and a brief for a study to be carried out early in 2006 has been produced.  It can be seen on the sportK website.  KKP, who are currently producing the PPG17 study on behalf of Bradford Council, will carry out the work, which has been funded by Keighley Town Council.
4.1
Holy Family School
· The new Sports Hall will open early in 2006.  Expressions of interest for the use of the facilities should be made to Tim Garthwaite (01535 210212) as soon as possible.  There is already heavy booking in terms of basketball and netball, and the facility will be the first to use the new sportK bond to promote use by clubs and organisations committed to promotion and development of Keighley communities and wide participation.
4.2
Parkside School, Cullingworth
· The new development will include extensive arts and sports facilities which will be accessible by the community.  There may be particular opportunities for the development of netball and hockey at the site among other activities.

· Progress reported under sportKollege above.

· Progress reported under sportKollege above. 

4.5
Greenhead
· There are plans for a full range of activities and facilities for the disabled to be integrated as part of the redevelopment of Greenhead School and also the Keighley Special Schools on the site.    
· In the meantime Greenhead School and the associated City Learning Centre is open on Tuesday and Thursday nights for wider club and community use.  The aim has been to guarantee opening of the community wing of the school via the City Learning Centre and by increasing the number of activities reduce the unit rate for usage to make the facilities much more affordable. 4.6
Bronte School Site
· There is an increased sense of urgency surrounding the future of the Bronte site with the confirmation that the site has been passed from Education to Assett management, potentially for sale.    
· Hannah Lindsey of Airedale PCT is co-ordinating a feasibility study looking at options for the site, with help from Cllr Allan Rhodes and Jeff Bennett.  This will result in a strategy and feasibility study for the premises (“GoBronte”) that will complement the wider Keighley Facilities Strategy described above.  
4.7
Keighley Leisure Centre
· Plans to redevelop the Leisure Centre including the moving of the Tone Zone and sauna and steam room to the upper level are underway, with the café moving to the foyer.  The existing Tone Zone room will become another activity area.

· The new facility to improve disabled access to the swimming pool will also be constructed soon, and further DDA funding will make the whole centre more accessible and help gain “Increase in Fitness Initiative” (IFI) Accreditation.
4.8
Victoria Hall
· The hall has been completely re-decorated and now looks much better.  Work on the entrance and the bar area is to follow.

4.9
Marley

· It is still hoped to gain an extra classroom at Marley via Football Foundation funding.
· A Marley facilities development group meets regularly to discuss the future of the facility.

Guard House Primary School MACA

Holycroft Primary School MACA

· It is still intended that an early start will be made on converting the south-east corner of the site into a cycling facility.

Outdoor Centres
· Ingleborough Disabled Classroom and Outdoor Classroom are complete; Buckden Annex complete and Rope Courses pending on planning; and Nell Bank Amphitheatre and Changing Block are complete.
5.
Transport Infrastructure
5.1
Ki (Keighley Integrated)
· The folder containing the various leaflets under the Ki banner, which has been developed under the auspices of Airedale PCT and many sportK partners with the help of funding from the Bradford Environment Partnership, has been distributed widely.  
· Details of each initiative are contained in the sections below and are now available on the sportK website.  
· The developing “Bradford Greenways” initiative, now an integral part of the Airedale Masterplan, is still underway, as is the development of a Pedestrian Charter both of which are supported by the sportK partnership.
5.2
WalKways
· Progress is being made in marking out the five WalKways routes marked out, especially in conjunction with Jayne Benson and Danny Jackson at Bradford Council Rights of Way Section.  Malcolm Hanson who does many of the historic walks and activities with schools is helping with this.
· Progress is being made on tying the system into the Routes to School initiative.

· A separate section for WalKways on the sportKeighley website has now been set up.

· Partners are encouraged to use the routes and feedback on the state of them and any issues that need addressing.

· There have been initial discussions with Keighley College with a view to using construction students to effect minor footpath repairs as part of their vocational courses.

5.3
CyKle
· Dave Stevens of Sustrans could not make the meeting but reported that the National Cycle Network route along the Aire Valley is now complete in terms of surfacing works on the canal towpath from Silsden to Apperley Bridge (and pretty much on to Leeds). Signposting (to, from and along) is
the next significant task. Extending the route to Skipton depends upon
obtaining support from North Yorkshire CC, and the Glusburn / Crosshills
/ Eastburn Parish councils.
· The one year “Bike IT” project has concluded in Bingley. It has been a great success with the numbers of children regularly cycling (in summer) to school rising from 0 - 20 at Myrtle Park Primary and from 4 - 80 at Crossflatts Primary School.  Both schools would welcome support from their neighbours in the sportKeighley partnership as they look to continue their work and share their best practice.
· The first phase of the Great Northern Trail at Cullingworth is complete and is well-used.  The planning application for the next phase (extending the route to Denholme) has been submitted and a letter of support has been sent to the planning office.

· A draft plan of proposed cycle routes across Keighley has been produced and a diverse audience has already committed to attending.   This has initially focused on creating routes across the town and also linking schools with the National Cycle Network (Leeds-Liverpool Canal) and creating routes for children to cycle to school.
· Things are moving forward with proposals to set up a steering group to develop the proposed Worth Valley Cycleway between Keighley, Haworth and Oxenhope.  A meeting was held during the summer with representatives of the Planning Department and KWVR and the first section of this route will be created as part of the Skipton Properties Grove Mills development site at Ingrow.
5.4
AKtiveHoppa
· The launch of AKtiveHoppa is scheduled for Monday 9th January 2006 and a timetable is attached to these notes.  A leaflet was distributed electronically before Christmas and these will be available to all partners who are encouraged to promote this service.    
· A separate section for AKtiveHoppa on the sportKeighley website has now been set up.
5.5
West Yorkshire Metro Route Planner
· Attention is again drawn to the excellent and newly-revised Journey Planner via www.wymetro.com. 

· This has now been updated to be even more user friendly.
· This site forms a key link on the Access page of the sportKeighley website.
5.6
SKate
· Work is ongoing to create an indoor facility, hopefully initially at Bronte School (see above).  There is also a developing network of outdoor facilities across the district, which hopefully will include many school playgrounds.  It is notable that skateboarding is being included in the PE curriculum in Scotland and a recent article from the national press is included on the sportK website (click on the sKate logo).
6.
Activities
· Most details of activities reported at the meeting are contained in the relevant sections elsewhere in these notes.
· As mentioned above the Airedale PCT Activities Database is ready to receive details of activities going on in the district.  Please make a note of all activities and email to Rachael.Wood@bradford.nhs.uk .
· This link forms a key link on the revamped sportKeighley website, and it is important for it to be of use that people update Rachael on any changes or new activities.
· There was also a well-attended meeting called by Anthony Gill the Keighley Sports Development Officer in December 2005 to discuss future activity plans at key facilities in Keighley, and this will result in a comprehensive Keighley Activity Database.  
7.
Coaching and Delivery
· It is clear from the preceding notes that many new coaching and delivery posts are soon to be created in Keighley to add to the forthcoming Community Sports Coach posts and the existing deliverers.  Unfortunately the Community Sports Coach funding is not to be extended by the DCMS, but nonetheless there is a commitment in Keighley to try to co-ordinate resources to get the most effective delivery possible.
· In order to rationalise and co-ordinate delivery of coaching and leadership across the area, a group of physical activity deliverers has been formed known as: Keighley & Airedale Physical Activity Deliverers (KEAPAD).  
· This group is due to meet again early in 2006.  In light of the developing posts this group will prove to be an extremely useful forum and it is planned to have regular co-ordination and support meetings in between full sportK meetings.  There is also a developing coaching database for Keighley.  All are welcome (and new postholders are encouraged to attend) and should contact Hannah Lindsey for more details.  The group will work closely with the proposed Kafe structure described above (details attached).
· Coaching opportunities in the form of Community Coach jobs and coach training courses in the district and in West Yorkshire in general are co-ordinated by West Yorkshire Sport.  Details can be found on the West Yorkshire Sport website at www.westyorkshiresport.co.uk.
8.
Keighley Festival / sportKarnival 2006
· It is likely that next year’s Keighley Festival will move to a new date in July and will take place over a fortnight rather than a single week.  It is intended to have a series of separate events rather than one big sportKarnival over the Festival fortnight, based on the theme of “20 Things to Do in Keighley Before You Die!” (working title!!!).  Any ideas on this theme would be most welcome!!
· There will be further discussion on this at the next sportK meeting.
